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ÎÁÐÀÇÎÂÀÍÈÅ Â ÓÑËÎÂÈßÕ ÃËÎÁÀËÈÇÀÖÈÈ

Ã. Â. Øìàêîâà (Íîâîñèáèðñê)

 Â ñòàòüå íàçûâàþòñÿ îñíîâíûå ÷åðòû ãëîáàëèçàöèè. Àâòîð ïîêàçûâà-
åò ïîëîæèòåëüíîå è îòðèöàòåëüíîå âëèÿíèå ýòîãî ïðîöåññà íà ðîññèéñêîå
îáðàçîâàíèå. Êðîìå òîãî, ðàññìàòðèâàþòñÿ íàèáîëåå ñóùåñòâåííûå ïðîáëå-
ìû â îáðàçîâàíèè è íàïðàâëåíèÿ èõ ðåøåíèÿ. Ïîêàçûâàåòñÿ ãëàâíàÿ îñîáåí-
íîñòü Ðîññèè – ãåîãðàôè÷åñêè îíà îñóùåñòâëÿåò ñâÿçü Çàïàäà è Âîñòîêà.
Àâòîð äåëàåò âûâîä î òîì, ÷òî íåîáõîäèìî ó÷èòûâàòü ãåîïîëèòè÷åñêèå
îñîáåííîñòè Ðîññèè â ñèñòåìå îáðàçîâàíèÿ. Ìîäåðíèçàöèÿ îáðàçîâàíèÿ â
íàøåé ñòðàíå íå ìîæåò è íå äîëæíà ïðîèñõîäèòü òîëüêî çà ñ÷åò ïðèíÿ-
òèÿ ñòàíäàðòîâ Çàïàäà è ïîä÷èíåíèÿ èì. Èíòåðåñ ïðåäñòàâëÿåò èçó÷å-
íèå ñèñòåìû îáðàçîâàíèÿ ñòðàí Âîñòîêà. Âàæíî òàêæå ó÷èòûâàòü äîñ-
òèæåíèÿ îòå÷åñòâåííûõ íàó÷íûõ øêîë.

EDUCATION IN THE CONDITIONS OF GLOBALIZATION

 In the article, there are indicated the basic features of globalization. The author
shows the positive and negative influences of this process on the Russian education.

Øìàêîâà Ãàëèíà Âàñèëüåâíà – ìàãèñòðàíòêà êàôåäðû ôèçè÷åñêîé ãåîãðà-
ôèè è òóðèçìà, ñòàðøèé ïðåïîäàâàòåëü êàôåäðû ýêîíîìè÷åñêîé ãåîãðàôèè
è ðåãèîíîâåäåíèÿ, Íîâîñèáèðñêèé ãîñóäàðñòâåííûé ïåäàãîãè÷åñêèé óíè-
âåðñèòåò.
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Besides, there are considered the most significant problems in education and the
directions of their solving. The main feature of Russia is indicated: geographically it
realizes the connection between the West and the East. The author concludes that it
is necessary to consider the geopolitical features of Russia in the education system.
Modernization of education in our country cannot and should not occur only by
acceptance of the standards of the West and submission to it. Studying the system of
education of the East is of interest. It is also important to take into account the
achievements of the domestic scientific schools.

Ãëîáàëèçàöèÿ îêàçûâàåò ñóùåñòâåííîå âëèÿíèå íà âñå ñòîðîíû æèçíè
îáùåñòâà. Îíà ïðèâîäèò ê èíòåðíàöèîíàëèçàöèè ïðîèçâîäñòâà â óñëîâèÿõ
ôîðìèðóþùåãîñÿ èíôîðìàöèîííîãî ïðîñòðàíñòâà. «Ãëîáàëèçàöèþ ìû ïî-
íèìàåì êàê ïðîöåññ âñåìèðíîé ýêîíîìè÷åñêîé, ïîëèòè÷åñêîé è êóëüòóð-
íîé èíòåãðàöèè, îñíîâíûìè õàðàêòåðèñòèêàìè êîòîðîé ÿâëÿþòñÿ ìèðî-
âîå ðàçäåëåíèå òðóäà, ìèãðàöèÿ â ìàñøòàáàõ âñåé ïëàíåòû äåíåæíûõ, ÷å-
ëîâå÷åñêèõ è ïðîèçâîäñòâåííûõ ðåñóðñîâ» [1, ñ. 21]. Ïðîèñõîäèò
èíòåðíàöèîíàëèçàöèÿ êàê ïðîèçâîäñòâà, òàê è îáùåñòâà, ÷òî ñîïðîâîæäà-
åòñÿ èíòåãðàöèîííûìè ïðîöåññàìè, â õîäå êîòîðûõ ñëîæèëèñü òàêèå îáúå-
äèíåíèÿ, êàê ÅÑ (Åâðîïåéñêèé Ñîþç), ÍÀÔÒÀ (èíòåãðàöèîííîå îáúåäèíå-
íèå ñòðàí Ñåâåðíîé Àìåðèêè: ÑØÀ, Êàíàäû è Ìåêñèêè), ÀÑÅÀÍ (èíòåã-
ðàöèîííîå îáúåäèíåíèå ñòðàí Òèõîîêåàíñêîãî ðåãèîíà), ÑÍÃ
(Ñîäðóæåñòâî Íåçàâèñèìûõ Ãîñóäàðñòâ), ØÎÑ (Øàíõàéñêàÿ îðãàíèçàöèÿ
ñîòðóäíè÷åñòâà), ñîçäàåòñÿ ÁÐÈÊÑ (îáúåäèíåíèå òàêèõ ñòðàí, êàê Áðàçè-
ëèÿ, Ðîññèÿ, Èíäèÿ, Êèòàé, ÞÀÐ).

 Èçìåíÿåòñÿ ãåîïîëèòè÷åñêàÿ êàðòèíà ìèðà. Ñòðàíû è ðåãèîíû âåäóò
áîðüáó çà ãåîïîëèòè÷åñêîå ïðîñòðàíñòâî è ëèäåðñòâî â íåì.  Â XXI â. íà ðîëü
ãåîïîëèòè÷åñêèõ ëèäåðîâ ïðåòåíäóþò Ðîññèÿ (êàê öåíòð ÑÍÃ), Åâðîïà âî
ãëàâå ñ Ãåðìàíèåé, Êèòàé, à òàêæå ßïîíèÿ è ñòðàíû ìóñóëüìàíñêîãî ìèðà
[2, ñ. 5]. Íà ñòîðîíå Ðîññèè íà ïóòè ê ìèðîâîìó ëèäåðñòâó ê ëèäåðñòâó â
XXI â. ìîãóò áûòü ñòðàíû ÁÐÈÊÑ.

Âî ãëàâå ìèðîâîãî ïðîèçâîäñòâà ñòîÿò ÒÍÊ (òðàíñíàöèîíàëüíûå êîð-
ïîðàöèè) – General Electric, Royal Dutch Shell, Toyota Motor, Volkswagen.
Ïîñëåäñòâèåì ãëîáàëèçàöèè ñòàíîâèòñÿ ñòàíäàðòèçàöèÿ æèçíè îáùåñòâà,
ñòðåìëåíèå ê ïîâûøåíèþ åå êà÷åñòâà [3].

Ñîçäàåòñÿ îáðàçîâàòåëüíîå ïðîñòðàíñòâî, êîòîðîå ñëóæèò ïîðîæäåíè-
åì îáùåñòâà, åãî ñòðåìëåíèé è ïîòðåáíîñòåé. Ýòî ïðèâîäèò  ê íåîáõîäè-
ìîñòè ñîçäàíèÿ íîâîé ìîäåëè îáðàçîâàíèÿ â Ðîññèè. Âìåñòå  ñ òåì, â ÑÑÑÐ
ñëîæèëàñü äîñòàòî÷íî öåëüíàÿ îòå÷åñòâåííàÿ ñèñòåìà íàóêè è îáðàçîâà-
íèÿ, êîòîðàÿ ïîëüçîâàëàñü àâòîðèòåòîì â ìèðå. Äîñòàòî÷íî ñêàçàòü, ÷òî
âñå ñîâðåìåííûå íàó÷íûå èññëåäîâàíèÿ è íàóêîåìêèå ïðîèçâîäñòâà Ðîñ-
ñèè áûëè çàëîæåíû åùå â ÑÑÑÐ. Ïîýòîìó íåëüçÿ ïîëíîñòüþ îòâåðãàòü âñå
ñîçäàííîå â îáðàçîâàòåëüíîé ñèñòåìå ÑÑÑÐ.

Â ñîâðåìåííûõ óñëîâèÿõ òðåáóåòñÿ òàêàÿ ìîäåðíèçàöèÿ íàóêè (à çíà-
÷èò, è îáðàçîâàíèÿ), êîòîðàÿ ñìîæåò âûâåñòè Ðîññèþ íà ìèðîâîé óðîâåíü
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ðàçâèòèÿ. Âìåñòå ñ òåì, «êëþ÷åâîé ìåõàíèçì» òîé ãëîáàëèçàöèè, êîòîðóþ
ìû èìååì, – ýòî «ïîñëåäîâàòåëüíîå îòñòðàíåíèå îò âñåõ ìåñòíûõ èíòåðå-
ñîâ, íîðì è òðàäèöèé» [4, ñ. 19]. Ãëîáàëèçàöèîííîå äàâëåíèå íà âñå ñòîðî-
íû æèçíè îáùåñòâà íîñèò äâîéñòâåííûé õàðàêòåð. Ñ îäíîé ñòîðîíû, íàøà
ñòðàíà âêëþ÷àåòñÿ â ìèðîâîå ñîîáùåñòâî, à ñ äðóãîé – èìååòñÿ óãðîçà ïî-
òåðè íàöèîíàëüíîãî ñàìîñîçíàíèÿ, íàöèîíàëüíîé óíèêàëüíîñòè. Â òàêèõ
óñëîâèÿõ î÷åâèäíî, ÷òî îòå÷åñòâåííîå îáðàçîâàíèå íàõîäèòñÿ â ñîñòîÿ-
íèè íåóñòîé÷èâîñòè. Ñ. À. Ìàêàðåíêî ñ÷èòàåò, ÷òî «èñòî÷íèêîì íåóñòîé-
÷èâîãî ðàçâèòèÿ è íåñòàáèëüíîñòè ñîâðåìåííûõ îáðàçîâàòåëüíûõ ñòàíî-
âÿòñÿ ãëîáàëèçàöèîííûå ïðîöåññû, ÿâëÿþùèåñÿ ñðåäñòâîì ðàçðåøåíèÿ
âíóòðåííèõ ïðîáëåì îáùåñòâà ïóòåì îïðàâäàíèÿ ýêñòðàïîëÿöèè çàïàäíî-
ãî îáðàçà æèçíè» [5, ñ. 24].

Âëèÿíèå ãëîáàëèçàöèè â ñèñòåìå îáðàçîâàíèÿ îùóùàåòñÿ è â òîì, ÷òî
àíãëèéñêèé (àìåðèêàíñêèé) ÿçûê ñòàë ñòðåìèòåëüíî ðàñïðîñòðàíÿòüñÿ, ïðè
ýòîì â ðîññèéñêîé íàó÷íîé è îáðàçîâàòåëüíîé ñèñòåìå ïðîèñõîäèò îòêàç
îò ðóññêîé òåðìèíîëîãèè â ïîëüçó àìåðèêàíñêîé. Çàìåòèì, ÷òî â ýòî æå
âðåìÿ âî Ôðàíöèè ïðèìåíÿþò øòðàôû ê òåì, êòî èñïîëüçóåò àíãëèéñêèå
ñëîâà òàì, ãäå ìîæíî îáîéòèñü ôðàíöóçñêèìè.

Ó÷åíûå ãîâîðÿò î ãóáèòåëüíîì âëèÿíèè ãëîáàëèçàöèè íà êóëüòóðó. Òàê,
ýòîìó âîïðîñó áîëüøîå âíèìàíèå óäåëÿåò É. Øìàéñ [6].

Ïîâûøåíèå êóëüòóðíîãî óðîâíÿ ðîññèÿí – îäíà èç âàæíûõ çàäà÷ ñîâðå-
ìåííîãî îáðàçîâàíèÿ. Íà ïóòè ñîõðàíåíèÿ óñòîåâ íàöèîíàëüíûõ öåííîñ-
òåé, íàöèîíàëüíîé êóëüòóðû âàæíóþ ðîëü ìîæåò ñûãðàòü îáðàçîâàòåëü-
íûé òóðèçì, êîòîðîìó ñåãîäíÿ ïðèäàåòñÿ áîëüøîå çíà÷åíèå. Åãî çàäà÷åé
ñòàíîâèòñÿ ïðèîáùåíèå îáó÷àþùèõñÿ ê ïðèðîäíîìó, èñòîðè÷åñêîìó è êóëü-
òóðíîìó íàñëåäèþ, ñîçäàííîìó â Ðîññèè è â ìèðå.

Ðàçâèòèåì è ïîïóëÿðèçàöèåé îáðàçîâàòåëüíîãî òóðèçìà çàíèìàþòñÿ
ðîññèéñêèå ó÷åíûå: Â. Ë. Ïîãîäèíà, Â. Ï. Ñîëîìèí, Ä. À. Ñóáåòòî [7–11].

Ïîëîæèòåëüíîå âëèÿíèå ãëîáàëèçàöèè îïðåäåëÿåòñÿ ãóìàíèçàöèåé îá-
ðàçîâàíèÿ. «Îáðàçîâàíèå â XXI âåêå – ýòî óñèëèå áûòü ãóìàíèòàðíûì îá-
ðàçîâàíèåì. Òàêèì îáðàçîì, ãóìàíèòàðíûé âåêòîð îáðàçîâàíèÿ ÿâëÿåòñÿ
èíòåãðèðóþùèì îñíîâàíèåì åãî ãëîáàëèçàöèè» [12, ñ. 51].

Ñåãîäíÿ ðîññèéñêèå ó÷åíûå ïîëó÷èëè øèðîêèå âîçìîæíîñòè äëÿ çíà-
êîìñòâà ñ äîñòèæåíèÿìè çàðóáåæíîé íàóêè è ïðàêòèêè îáðàçîâàíèÿ. Ýòî
ïîçâîëÿåò èñêàòü íîâûå ïîäõîäû ê ðåôîðìèðîâàíèþ îáðàçîâàòåëüíîé ñè-
ñòåìû. Â ñòðåìèòåëüíî ìåíÿþùåìñÿ ìèðå ñòàíîâèòñÿ íåîáõîäèìîñòüþ
íåïðåðûâíîå îáðàçîâàíèå, èäåè êîòîðîãî âíåäðÿþòñÿ â íàøó æèçíü. «Îá-
ðàçîâàííîñòü îáùåñòâà ñòàíîâèòñÿ ñåãîäíÿ íå òîëüêî âàæíåéøèì ôàêòî-
ðîì ðàçâèòèÿ ëþáîé ñòðàíû, íî è óñëîâèåì âûæèâàíèÿ öèâèëèçàöèè, ïðå-
îäîëåíèÿ åå ãëîáàëüíîãî è äóõîâíîãî êðèçèñà» [13, ñ. 121].

Ðåôîðìèðîâàíèå îáðàçîâàòåëüíîé ñèñòåìû â Ðîññèè èìååò íåêîòîðûå
÷åðòû ñòèõèéíîñòè, íåóñòîé÷èâîñòè. Ïðè÷èíû ýòîãî âûÿâëÿåò
Í. Â. Íàëèâàéêî, îòìå÷àÿ, ÷òî «íåâûðàáîòàííîñòü îáùåñòâåííîé èäåîëî-
ãèè, íåäîñòàòî÷íàÿ ïðîÿâëåííîñòü è îðãàíèçîâàííîñòü âåäóùèõ îáùåñòâåí-
íûõ ñèë, íåàäåêâàòíîñòü èëè ñëàáàÿ ðàçðàáîòàííîñòü íàó÷íûõ ïðåäñòàâ-
ëåíèé è èíñòðóìåíòîâ â îòíîøåíèè ñèòóàöèè è ïðîãíîçà îáùåñòâåííîãî
ðàçâèòèÿ è åãî ñâÿçè ñ îáðàçîâàíèåì, ñïîñîáñòâóþò âûäâèæåíèþ è ïðåä-
ëîæåíèþ ïðîòèâîðå÷èâûõ íàïðàâëåíèé îáðàçîâàòåëüíîé ïîëèòèêè» [14,
ñ. 195].
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Îáðàçîâàòåëüíàÿ ñèñòåìà, ñêëàäûâàþùàÿñÿ â Ðîññèè â XXI â., áåçóñëîâ-
íî, äîëæíà îïèðàòüñÿ íå òîëüêî íà äîñòèæåíèÿ ìèðîâîé íàóêè, íî è íà
èñïîëüçîâàíèå èäåé íàó÷íûõ øêîë, êîòîðûå ñôîðìèðîâàëèñü â ÑÑÑÐ è
Ðîññèè. Â ýòîì ïëàíå ñëåäóåò îòìåòèòü «äóõîâíî-ïðàêòè÷åñêóþ öåííîñòü
ðóññêîãî êîñìèçìà XIX–XXI ââ., îñîáåííî íàñëåäèå âåëèêîãî ðóññêîãî ó÷å-
íîãî Âëàäèìèðà Èâàíîâè÷à Âåðíàäñêîãî, ðàçðàáîòàâøåãî òåîðèþ íîîñôå-
ðû» [15, ñ. 36].

Ãëàâíàÿ îñîáåííîñòü Ðîññèè çàêëþ÷àåòñÿ â òîì, ÷òî ãåîãðàôè÷åñêè îíà
îñóùåñòâëÿåò ñâÿçü: Çàïàä – Âîñòîê. Ïîýòîìó ìîäåðíèçàöèÿ îáðàçîâàíèÿ
â íàøåé ñòðàíå íå ìîæåò è íå äîëæíà ïðîèçîéòè òîëüêî çà ñ÷åò ïðèíÿòèÿ
ñòàíäàðòîâ Çàïàäà è ïîä÷èíåíèÿ èì. Òåì áîëåå ÷òî òàêèå ñòðàíû Âîñòîêà,
êàê  ßïîíèÿ è Ðåñïóáëèêà Êîðåÿ (Þæíàÿ Êîðåÿ), â õîäå «ýêîíîìè÷åñêîãî
÷óäà» ñìîãëè îñóùåñòâèòü êîðåííóþ ïåðåñòðîéêó ñèñòåìû îáðàçîâàíèÿ,
÷òî ïîçâîëèëà âûâåñòè ýêîíîìèêè ýòèõ ñòðàí íà íîâûé óðîâåíü. Â íàñòîÿ-
ùåå âðåìÿ ýòè ñòðàíû âñå ÷àùå óêàçûâàþòñÿ â ÷èñëå ìèðîâûõ ëèäåðîâ ïî
âûïóñêó ñîâðåìåííîé ïðîìûøëåííîé ïðîäóêöèè, îòëè÷àþùåéñÿ âûñîêîé
íàóêîåìêîñòüþ è ïîëüçóþùåéñÿ ñïðîñîì â ìèðå.

Ãëàâíàÿ ýêîíîìè÷åñêàÿ çàäà÷à Ðîññèè ñåãîäíÿ – ïåðåõîä îò ñûðüåâîé ýêî-
íîìèêè ê ïîñòèíäóñòðèàëüíîé. Ýòî âîçìîæíî ïðè óñëîâèè ñîçäàíèÿ ñèñòåìû
îáðàçîâàíèÿ, â ïîëíîé ìåðå îòâå÷àþùåé âûçîâàì ñîâðåìåííîñòè.
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
