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Abstract. The article summarizes the results of the natural pedagogical experiment on implementing and
evaluating the «flipped classroom» technology in teaching a professional foreign language to Master of Laws degree

candidates. Such concepts as electronic and active learning, synchronous and asynchronous technologies, self-study
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activity of students, productive speech activity are presented in the article as important components of the «flipped
classroomy. An example of a set of exercises and didactic tools for independent work of postgraduates-lawyers in a
foreign language in the context of «flipped learningy is given. The final results are used as performance indicators.
The questionnaires and tests conducted during the experiment showed the effectiveness of the «flipped classroomy
approach (the quality and variety of active and interactive assignments, speech activity of students in the classroom,
their mastery of competencies, internal motivation of students and the teacher, their satisfaction with the educational
process).
